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vey of Genus Paphiopedilum by

Trustee Rick Lockwood

At the June meeting, society trustee and
resident expert on the genus
Paphiopedilum Rick Lockwood gave
OSMT members an exhaustive and very
informative presentation on this diverse
and exotic branch of the slipper orchid
alliance from Southeast Asia.

In addition to covering all of the major
groups within the genus Paphiopedilum,
Rick showed numerous examples of the
major species within each of these
groups, explaining their characteristic
morphological traits, growth habits, and
cultural requirements.

Contrary to what some have been led to
believe, not all Paphs are fond of
calciferous growing environments. In
fact, across the genus, you will find
species that grow in a broad diversity of
different substrates, ranging from true
terrestrial environments to craggy
limestone cliffs.

Another common misconception about
Paphs that was dispelled (or at least
cautioned against) by Rick is the often
overly exaggerated concern by growers
over the sensitivity to salts and other

solids in the water. After years of using
