The slipper orchids of Asia (presently 

given the genus name Paphiopedilum) 

have enamored orchid growers for 200 

years with their unusual shape and 

diverse colors.  Although the genus is 

represented by less than a hundred 

species, their popularity has spurred 

huge breeding efforts with countless 

hybrids being developed each year.  

 

Rickõs presentation will focus on the 

natural history of this genus, including  

where they are found in nature, what 

the various types and species are, how 

they take advantage of conditions in 

their environment, and how are they  

pollinated.  Using this information, 

Rick will offer cultural advice for grow-

ing this special orchid genus.  

 

Being a past President and current 

Trustee of OSMT, many of us have  

gotten to know Rick quite well over the 

years, but here are some interesting 

facts about him that you may not have 

known previously.  

 

Rickõs interest in biology began not too 

long after he could walk, catching any 

living thing small enough to put into    

bottles to study up close and getting his 

reptile books confiscated by his 1st 

grade teacher.  His early interest was 

primarily in poikilotherms, organisms 

like fish, amphibians, and reptiles with 

internal body temperatures that vary 

along with the ambient temperature of 

their surrounding environment.

Although his first professional biology 

gigs were working with poikilotherms, it 

was back in college when Rick was first 

introduced to orchids and he began  

studying the interesting pollination 

mechanisms of our favorite family of 

plants.  

 

In 2001, his wife Robin, sensing that Rick 

needed a new productive hobby,           

purchased a hybrid Phalaenopsis and a 

book with a picture of the species Paphio-

pedilum  sukhakulii on the cover.  A year 

later in 2002, Rick officially became a 

member of OSMT.  Yes, he still has that 

first Valentineõs Day Phal, but his orchid    

collection now includes over 350 adult 

plants, specializing in species of     

Paphiopedilum, Phragmipedium,         

Bulbophyllum, and Phalaenopsis.   

 

Rick is currently working as an aquatic 

toxicologist for ENVIRON Corporation, an 

environmental consultancy based in 

Brentwood.
